CHENAL: This is the tine set for the
prefiling conference for the APS -- | will just call it
the data center project right now, and we can define it
as we go al ong.

My nane is Tom Chenal. | amthe Chairman of the
Line Siting Commttee.

And may we have appearances, pl ease.

MR. DERSTINE: Good afternoon. WMatt Derstine
wth Snell & WIner, outside counsel for APS.

MR, SPI TZKOFF: Jason Spitzkoff, manager for
APS.

MS. BENALLY: Linda Benally, attorney for APS.

MR. ROSS: Rod Ross, manager of state regul atory
affairs for APS.

CHWN. CHENAL: Very good.

All right. Before we get into the project
description, M. Derstine, what is the public interest
so far on the project and what is the possibility of
I nt ervenors?

MR. DERSTINE: So I think the |ikelihood of
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intervenors at this stage -- we are not aware of any
likely intervenors in the case.

We have been in communication with Conm ssion
Staff. | don't know if this would be the kind of case
where they want to participate. W alerted Maureen
Scott of this conference today. Prior to that, and I
think it was prior to the early informal neeting we had
Wth you just to tal k about west valley projects in
general, APS had a simlar neeting with Staff, inforned
t hem about this and the other west valley data center
projects that are com ng on |ine.

So Staff has sone know edge or understandi ng of
this project and the projects that are behind it. So
whet her Staff wll intervene or sinply file a letter to
t he docket in response to your typical request for their
position, | think that that's the only party that we
t hi nk, you know, could possibly be an intervenor.

There is a | andowner that owns the parcels. And
Jason or Brad can wal k you through kind of the project
area, et cetera. But that | andowner the conpany has
been working with, and we seemto be pretty far along in
terms of negotiating a right-of-way or easenent. It
doesn't appear that we will have any adverse positions
or likely intervention fromthat |andowner.

t he outreach that we have had to date from EPG
circulators or the Exhibit Hletters, we are not seeing
anything that is, would likely result in intervention or
litigated i ssues in the case.

CHWN. CHENAL: Ckay. Al right. Very good.

Let's tal k about the project. If you could have
you or one of your --

MR DERSTINE: | will give you a little bit of
an overview, and then | wll turn it over to Jason to
actually talk about the routes and the alternatives.

CHWN. CHENAL: Ckay.

MR. DERSTINE: As | nentioned, this is the first
in the series of these west valley data center cases.
APS will have a series of these where it is building
facilities to interconnect the data centers, which are
acquiring land and building facilities in Goodyear and
ot her west vall ey areas.

This particular project will serve two data
centers. And you may recall that when we were here we
tal ked generally about these are two different
custoners, two different data centers, and at the tine,
or early on, we thought there was a possibility we woul d
file two separate applications --

CHWN. CHENAL: Right.

MR. DERSTINE: -- and seek the CECs for these
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adj oi ning projects. Wiat we have done now is gotten to
the point, based on the routing, the preferred and the
alternative routes, that we are going to present one
application asking for one CEC for the entire project.
So it will be pretty sinple.

It's 230kV facilities. You know, as we
nmenti oned, these are -- both of these data centers
require a lot of load. So the facilities are a little
bit different than you m ght see for a nornmal, you know,
| i ne extension. But, you know, these are kind uni que
custonmers with unique needs. So that drives, in sone
ways, the requirenents of facilities.

If we can, Devin, why don't we mark the nap of
the routes. And, Jason, can talk through that, what
they are and why they are.

(Exhibit A was marked for identification.)

MR. DERSTINE: Jason, | guess using what has
been marked as Exhibit A why don't you wal k the

Chai rman t hrough what we are proposing, what he will see
in the application, and the routes that wll be
presented that will serve the need for these two data

center projects.

MR, SPI TZKOFF: Yes. Ckay.

So, as Matt alluded to, we have two different
data center custoners. Wat you see on the map in the
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orange site, that's the project that was originally code

nanmed The Wl dcat Project. | think it is widely known
now as Mcrosoft's location. |In our 10-year plan and on
the map, you will see the orange hashed box i nside.

That's what we have | abel ed as the TS-15 substati on.
That that's what will serve the Wl dcat | oad.

In the blue, which is just to the east of the
orange, is the Cyclone site. That's a different
conmpany. | ampretty sure they are public but | wll
refrain fromthat, their actual nane. And then inside
t he bigger blue area you will see the hashed box al so.
That's the substation site that will serve that custoner
that we have call ed TS-18 substati on.

So those substations will serve each of the
custoners. And the application for this project are the
230 lines that will connect those substations to our
existing 230 lines here. And what | will do is walk
through the different routes to get the 230 lines to
each of these substations and back.

So the top page is what we are calling the
preferred route. Along the bottom traversing east to
west, you will see a series of two blue lines, then a
red and a purple, and another red. Those are existing
transm ssion lines. The one on top, it is, you will see
the | abel WAPA Liberty - Westwi ng and SRP Liberty - Rudd
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line. Wiere you see the |light blue connect into them
if you notice, the line that is nore in the m ddl e has
crossed over and that's now on the north side. So the
blue part of that is our existing 230 line. That's a --

CHWN. CHENAL: Wiich one? | ama little
confused. |Is there a nunber associated wth it?

MR, SPI TZKOFF: No. So it is -- Segnent No. 1
where you see that term nate down, down --

CHWMN. CHENAL: Sout h.

MR. SPI TZKOFF: -- down here on the south --

MR. DERSTINE: In the bl ue.

MR. SPI TZKOFF: So this dark blue is our
exi sting 230 I|ine.

CHWN. CHENAL: Right.

MR, SPI TZKOFF: That's where the project is
basically going to start.

CHWN. CHENAL: Right.

MR. SPI TZKOFF: And that's our Pal m Vall ey- Rudd
230kV line. And then Segnent 1 wll take us north into
the TS-15 substation. And then fromthat TS-15
substation, the preferred routes will stay on the
M crosoft property, as you see | abel ed by route
Segnment 14, and traverse to the east over to the TS 18
substation site, and then will come back to the existing
line via Segnent 8 and Segnent 7. And that will bring
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us back to our original PalmValley to Rudd 230 |i ne.

CHWN. CHENAL: What is the significance of the
nunbers that are in the circle?

MR SPI TZKOFF: Sure. So the numbers, when we
first start siting projects we have nmany different route
opti ons and segnents, so we nunber each of those
segnents when we go to public coment so the public can
conmment on their preference or what they feel for each
segnent. So the nunbers that are here are the remaining
segnents.

CHWN. CHENAL: Ckay.

MR, SPI TZKOFF: That's why the nunbers skip
ar ound.

MR. DERSTINE: And, Jason, just to stop you
t here. ..

I mean, in general, Chairman, these projects,
the preferred route and the two alternatives that we
wll see that Jason will describe in a mnute, are
really howto get a line fromthe APS Pal m Val | ey- Rudd
230 circuit into each one of these custoners' dedicated
substati ons and back out. And so that was the task.
That's the techni cal piece of it, how do we get from
Pal m Val | ey- Rudd into these custoners and back out wth
a 230 circuit and connecting these two substations.

So through the public process, and then the
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engi neering piece of it, it was comng up with what is
the best route to do that that has the | east i npact.

And we think we have done a reasonably good job with the
alternatives that we have got, so..

CHWN. CHENAL: G eat. Thank you.

MR. SPI TZKOFF: And for perspective, the |engths
fromour existing 230 line up to the substation are
three-tenths of a mle to half a mle.

CHWN. CHENAL: Ckay.

MR. SPI TZKOFF: | got that right?

MR, PETRY: Yes.

MR. SPI TZKOFF:  Maki ng sure.

O her features that are worth nentioning on
this, as you see on the southern boundary of each of the
hi ghl i ghted areas, the WIldcat and the Cyclone, there is
anot her dark blue line that traverses across the page.
That's an existing set of 230kV lines. Those are owned
and operated by WAPA, Western Area Power Adm ni stration.
So we will be crossing over their set of |ines.

CHWN. CHENAL: And their lines are 230s as well?

MR, SPI TZKOFF: 230kV -- well, yes. And there
are two of them and then APS on the south side of
Br oadway Road, which you can see in the green |line
that's right there has an existing 69kV |line.

CHW. CHENAL: | amsorry. \Were is that?

COASH & COASH, | NC. 602- 258- 1440
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MR. DERSTINE: This line here that foll ows on.

CHWN. CHENAL: The green?

MR. DERSTINE: Yes. That's a 69.

CHWN. CHENAL: Got it. GCot it.

MR SPITZKOFF: So | think that's the highlights
of the preferred route that we have.

And then if we want to flip one page to
Alternative Route 1, what | will talk about are the
di fferences really between Alternative Route 1 and the
preferred route. And that's on the eastern side of the
project, as we cone out of the TS-18 substati on.

CHWN. CHENAL: Right, right.

MR. SPI TZKOFF: I nstead of headi ng down sort of
the mddle area there, we cone down to Broadway Road
further east and then conme back to our existing line on
Segment 10 which follows Litchfield Road. So that's
really the difference between Alternative 1 and the
preferred route.

CHWN. CHENAL: Just out of curiosity, since |l am
thinking of it, why is the first alternate not the
primary?

It seens like it, it alnmost, | don't know the
| and owner shi p under your preferred route, but al npost
seens as though the line will go across or in a field,
that whereas Alternative 1 looks like it is at the edge

SPI TZKOFF: Alternative 6 is in there as a
connection, and instead of going all the way back down
to the existing |line and then back up via 4 and 7, if
there is a preference anong the | andowners and the
resident over there, just stay al ong Broadway Road and
then traverse fromone side to the other up there. So

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that's right now a sub alternative wthin Route 2,
wthin Alternative Route 2.

MR. DERSTINE: So if that Link 6 of Alternative
Route 2 were built, it would elimnate the need for
Link 4 and 7, correct?

MR. SPI TZKOFF: 4 and 7, that's correct.

MR. DERSTINE: But at the sane tinme, Link 6 also
has -- it is on the frontage area and maybe, yeah,
closer to the road, and it is on the south side the
road?

MR SPI TZKOFF: Yes, it is on the south side of
Broadway. So we woul d be buil ding that on the south
side of Broadway. W would put our existing 69 |line
underbuilt on that structure to consolidate those
structures. But there are sone sensitivities between,
you know, option 6 and then, you know, 4 and 7.

MR. DERSTINE: And the key difference with
Alternative Route No. 2 is that nmuch of the line and the
structures are being placed on a third party, that is
Wagner, or in the right-of-way al ong Broadway, as
opposed to our preferred route or the first alternative
puts much nore of the project onto Mcrosoft and the
Cycl one property.

MR. SPI TZKOFF: That is correct.

CHWN. CHENAL: The other question | had for you,
under your second, your Alternative Route No. 2, if you
exclude line 6, that line there --

MR SPI TZKOFF:  Sure.

CHW. CHENAL: -- it seens as though the
substati ons are not connected to each other directly
because there is kind of an up and down to the first
substation. There is again another connection in and
connection out to the other substation. But the
preferred route has connector |ine 14 which connects the
two substations directly, well, actually, both your
preferred route and your Alternative Route No. 1.

MR. SPI TZKOFF: So electrically they are
connected the sane way. So if we | ook at Alternative
Route 2, you go up via 1 and 2 and then back down via 18
and then 4. Then you are using the existing line that's
there to just cone to the east a thousand feet or so and
then back up via 7 and 8, and then back down.

So it does go, if we start at the original, the
original lineis PalmValley to Rudd, so we would still
go fromPalmValley to TS-15, TS-15 to TS-18, and then
TS-18 to Rudd.

It is just where are you putting sort of
that m ddl e run.

But the
way | have | anded on thinking about it is Jason has
convi nced ne that they are connected, and reliably they
are connected, in the sane manner. But in terns of the
di rect connection between the substations, they are

connected differently, but that froma --

CHWN. CHENAL: | see that.
MR. DERSTINE: -- reliability standpoint --
CHWN. CHENAL: | see that. But t hat connecti on

Is via an existing |line versus --

MR. DERSTINE: The direct.

CHWN. CHENAL: -- the Segnent 14, which would be
a direct connector to the substations. Gay. Ckay.

MR. DERSTINE: You grasped that much nore
qui ckly than | did.

CHWN. CHENAL: Well, |l uck.

MR, SPI TZKOFF: So that's really the gist of our
descriptions for our preferred and two alternative
rout es.

CHWN. CHENAL: Ckay. All right. Anything
further on the project description?

MR. DERSTINE: | don't think so.

You see the two substations. The substations

in the applications. W are not asking for siting
authority for the two substations.

zoning adm n process for their approval. So what we are
| ooki ng under the application is to site the structures
as we have done in other cases, but we are not going to
call out and ask for specific CEC authorities for the
subst ati ons because they are covered under those
separ ate processes.

CHWN. CHENAL: Do they, Mcrosoft in the one
case and the ot her conpany, do they own the property
that's picked up on Exhibit A now?

MR SPI TZKOFF:  Yes.

MR. LARSEN:  Yes.

MR. SPI TZKOFF: | know for sure M crosoft.

MR. LARSEN: The other one as well.

MR. SPI TZKOFF: | ampretty sure as well. Brad
is confirm ng.

CHWN. CHENAL: Ckay, all right.

MR. DERSTINE: But that's the project. It is
the 230 line and the structures and getting fromthe
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500kV, patching theminto these two substations.

W have two separate cl osed roonms reserved as
wel | for breakout roons, assum ng one would be for, |
t hi nk, APS use and then the other for Conmttee use as
well. We have coordinated at this point 20 guest roons
as well, along with those neeting spaces, to
accommodate, at the Commttee's pleasure, to accommodate
any Conmttee nenbers or team nenbers, et cetera.

CHMN. CHENAL: Yeah, this is a little different
situation. | think we have taken advantage in the sense
of how many people are going to need roons. | nean when
we have had hearings in Chandler, that was far enough
that | think even people in Phoenix |ike nyself took
advant age of it.

I don't know. How far away is this facility,
the Confort Suites, from say, here, downtown Phoeni X,
just a rough idea.

MR. PETRY: 40 m nutes, 45 m nutes, dependi ng on
time of day.

CHWN. CHENAL: Yeah.

MR. DERSTINE: At rush hour --

CHWN. CHENAL: That is still a lot.

MR. SPI TZKOFF: That's depending on if you are
going directly east or west or if you are going north.
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MR. DERSTINE: Yeah. | nean, if you live in the

west valley, you are fine, where living in Chandl er,

south valley, Chandler area, or living up north, or even

out in Scottsdale, where you have got to get across town

to the 101 and loop all the way around, it can take
easily an hour or nore.

Devin can speak to it, or
Brad. But ny understanding is we have submtted the
information to the FAA for the -- to get the cl earance.
We have advised them of the projected height of the
transm ssion facilities. And the prelimnary indication
is that we are bel ow whatever height limts, ceiling,
whi chever term | guess they use, in ternms of structure
height, so certainly for the preferred or either of the
alternative routes, that both of those should be well
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under whatever the height limt is to inpact the takeoff
and | anding fromthe airport.

MS. COBB: Wiat height are we | ooking at for the
structures?

MR. LARSEN: The tallest structures, as we noted
in our application, is 190 feet. But we believe
probably 180 is probably going to be the tallest, to
cross over the WAPA |i ne.

CHWN. CHENAL: Your life will be easier.

MR. LARSEN:. | think we can do it by the 15th.
MR. DERSTI NE: 14t h.
MR. LARSEN. 14t h, yes. | have been driving
t hese guys pretty hard.
CHWN. CHENAL: | don't know. W don't need to
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review the draft procedural order. It is going to be

t he sane procedural order that we have used in other

cases. |If you are going to -- it wll be the sane
procedural order. And we will just include all the
dates in -- you know, the infornati on we have in here.

Draft CEC, draft conditions, if you can, cite to
the nost recent case and use track changes. You are not
guilty of it but we have seen a coupl e cases where they
are changed but the track -- but they are actually
nodified to sone extent. And so it is hard to see what
was left out if it's substantially simlar to the
previ ous one but it is not exactly simlar. And, you
know, we nerge them anyway, but it just, | think it is a
| ot easier to track changes.

MR. DERSTINE: W used the CEC from your very
| ast case.

CHW. CHENAL: O if there is sone conditions
that are --

MR. DERSTINE: That we want to swap in.

CHWN. CHENAL: Swap in or swap out, or one that
is before it, because they are not all the sane --

MR. DERSTI NE: Ri ght .

CHWMN. CHENAL: ~-- just try to use the nost
resent version of the CEC that you would |ike to use
that condition, but just, so track changes from what you
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may have changed fromthat previ ous case.

MR, DERSTINE: Got it.

CHW. CHENAL: 1In a lot of cases it is not going

to be anything, but there could be sone changes. Ckay?

CHWN. CHENAL: Public comment, sane deal, we
have the first evening.

Tell me again the permt status with respect to
t hese projects.

MR. DERSTINE: There really are no federal
permts. There is no fornal permtting process.

We touched on the substations, which are going

t hrough their own | ocal zoning process. But short of

that, there is no -- we are not waiting for any ElIA or
EI'S or anything of that that has to cone out. So it is
really the airport approval, and we will get a

certification from WAPA. And | think that's about it.
CHW. CHENAL: This is in Goodyear?
MR. DERSTI NE:  Yes.
CHWN. CHENAL: Versus Avondal e?
MR, DERSTI NE: Yes.
CHWN. CHENAL: So any permitting process
required fromthe Cty of Avondale for this project?
MR PETRY: No.
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MR. LARSEN: No.

MR. DERSTINE: It will be a building permt for
t he control house for the substation.

MR, SPI TZKOFF: That's on Goodyear. None of the
alternative routes cross over Litchfield, Litchfield
Road. So they are all in Goodyear.

CHWN. CHENAL: And there is no, there is no
zoni ng requi rement change for the substation. | nean
this is farming land. Mybe it is zoned industrial or
zoned - -

MR. DERSTINE: W are going to drill down on
that to provide full testinony by the tine of the
hearing. But, in general, we will say the zoni ng,

i ncludi ng the substations that was obtained by M crosoft
and the adjoi ning custoner, has been their process and
that's essentially conpleted and all owed for the various
facilities, including the sub.

CHWN. CHENAL: Ckay. Good.

MR, SPI TZKOFF: | just want to nmention there
iIs -- we don't go into the Gty of Avondal e, but we have
talked to them You know, we have a coupl e of projects.
So they are aware of these projects even though they are
not in their city.

CHWN. CHENAL: Ckay.

MR. LARSEN: We did have sone initial
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alternatives that went into Avondale. And we did have
peopl e from Avondal e, the city, show up at the open
house. And they commented and didn't |ike the one that
was in Avondale. And it wasn't really a good one for us
either. So that's not one of our renmining routes. But
t hey have been invol ved and they know, you know, about
t he project.

CHWN. CHENAL: And | was going to ask about
outreach. So can you describe just generally what Kkind
of outreach you have done on this.

MR. PETRY: So when we -- as Brad noted, we had
sone prelimnary alternatives that extended as far east
as the Rudd substation, so a couple mles to the east.
And we developed a two-mle study area off of all of the
prelimnary alternatives that are reflected in the
routes that are before you today, as well as those that
ext ended further east.

And we developed a mailing list fromthe
Mari copa County Assessor's as well as inpl enented
marketing information to identify the | andowners as wel |
as tenants, residents, et cetera, within that two-mle
buffered study area. And then we also reached out to
the local jurisdictions and ot her regi onal stakehol ders,
including the airport -- wthin the study area there is
ot her | and ownershi ps, such as State | and, BLM | and,
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county parks, et cetera -- and reached out to all of

those entities with our initial scoping for the public
open house being held back in June, as well as for part

of our Exhibit H the mailings that went out to sone of
those other entities. W included, not the public, but

all of those governnental and NGO agencies as well.

CHWN. CHENAL: GCkay. And you had an open house
in June?

MR. PETRY: We did, in the mddle of June. W
had approxi mately a dozen people that cane in. And we
presented the prelimnary alternatives at that point and
elicited feedback from nenbers of the public on those
i ndi vi dual 1i nks.

Your question earlier regarding the |ink nunber,
Jason indicated we wanted to identify those |inks
t hrough the process so that, instead of describing them
as the westernnost |link, we can give that a nunber. W
recei ved comments from nenbers of the public on specific
i nks, and then on the project as a whol e.

And ultimately what we heard fromthe public was
they wanted to see as nuch of the project on the
custoner, or the WIdcat and Cycl one custoner property
as possible and wanted to limt inpacts to those private
| andowners or residents within the vicinity.

CHWN. CHENAL: Ckay.
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MR. DERSTINE: So in two nmailings, one in
advance of the open house publicizing the open house and
t hen one after, is that right?

MR, PETRY: One nmiling went out publicizing the
open house. And we intend to send out another mailing
prior to the hearing to provide notice to an extensive
group of residents as well of the hearing.

MR. DERSTINE: So it is to cone.

MR. PETRY: That one is to cone.

CHWN. CHENAL: Yep.

MR. PETRY: And follow ng the decision by the
Comm ttee and the Conm ssion, we would send a newsl etter
mailing to all of those individuals as well.

CHWN. CHENAL: All right. Very good.

So we tal ked about noticing, you know, the
publ i cation, and the posting. And you have done
outreach and mailing. And | am sure you will have
testinony and all that at the hearing.

Just a question on sonething that was nenti oned
earlier. You are negotiating, you know, easenents wth
t he | andowners right now for options, you know, your
preferred route and your alternative routes. And that's
predom nantly on Exhibit A the first page, that's just
Li nks 1 and 77

MR. DERSTINE: One | andowner that owns this
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entire parcel between Link 1 and 7 all the way up to
where you see the existing transm ssion |ine.

CHWN. CHENAL: Right, right. Okay. That's just
a matter of negotiation, right?

MR. DERSTINE: Dol l ars.

CHWN. CHENAL: Dollars. Wich you obviously
have condemmation authority. So you don't like to talk
about that, but that helps with the negotiati ons,
doesn't it? You don't have to answer.

Ckay. We will want robust wi-fi. | always say
it, but everyone always asks ne about it, robust w -fi
at the hearing site. | don't know if you are planning
on having, you know, i Pads --

MR, DERSTINE: W are.

CHWN. CHENAL: -- or sone sort of tablets.

Ckay. That's very hel pful. The Conmmttee just seens
to gravitate to those now nore and nore, so..

It was used in a hearing sone tinme back, and
that just seens to be the normnow. | can't force you
to do it, but |I just note, | can tell you it is very
much appr eci at ed.
