• generator must be interconnected to APS's distribution grid 
• generator must be on-site, installed behind the billing meter, and must serve 

the customer's load facility's nameplate capacity cannot be larger than the 
following electrical service limits: 
o 200 Amp service, a maximum of 15 kW-dc 
o 400 Amp service, a maximum of 30 kW-dc 
o 600 Amp service, a maximum of 45 kW-dc 
o 800 Amp service and above, a maximum of 60 kW-dc 
o For systems over 10 kW-dc, the facility's nameplate capacity cannot be 

larger than 150% of the customer's maximum one-hour peak demand 
measured in AC over the prior twelve (12) months. (For example, if the 
customer’s peak is 8kW-ac, the maximum system size that could be 
installed would be 12kW-dc).
